One of the most stirring com-
positions on Sunday's program
will be Lothar Klein's ‘“Epitaph
III" — composed during the
weekend of Nov. 22,

Dr. Klein, member of the UT
music department faculty, com-
posed his memorial to Presi-
dent Kennedy within the three
days following his assassination,
scored the work by the follow-
ing Tuesday and copied the
parts on Wednesday. His pre-
viously composed ‘“‘Epitaph
I" was a memorial to Ernest
Hemingway, and “Epitaph II”

was in memory of Albert Cam-
us, Nobel Prize-winning French
author.

The Municipal Auditorium
concert will also include per-
formances of ‘“Trepartita” by
Mexican compeser Rodolfo
Halffter, and “Lyric for Or-
chestra” by Harry Somers of
Canada,

The concert is open to the
public without charge. It will be
the next - to - last presentation
of the 13th annual symposium.
